Curriculum Information for Parents
Year 5 — Autumn Term 1 2023

English
During our English sessions, we will look at a range of

text types including:

- Poetry

- Narrative writing

- Instructions

- Letters
Firstly, we will be exploring: ‘The lost Words’ poetry
book and creating own ‘Lost Words’ poems. We will also
be reading the book: ‘The Boy Who Swam with
Piranhas,” by David Almond to inspire our writing.
Additionally, your child will take part in guided reading
activities daily using a range of different texts where the
children will be expected to apply a range of reading
skills. Further to this, we will also continue to engage
with our ‘Let’s Think in English’ units to support deeper
thinking skills and strategies.

Maths

Our daily maths sessions and mental maths this half

term will include....

e Roman numerals to 1,000

e Reading, writing, comparing and rounding numbers
to at least 1,000,000 and determine the value of
each digit

e Powers of 10

e Investigating more/less with numbers up to
1,000,000.

e Partition numbers to 1,000,000

e Solve multi-step addition and subtraction problems
using a range of different strategies

e Investigate multiplication and division including
prime, squared and cubed numbers

e Investigate fractions including equivalent fractions,
mixed numbers and improper fractions and adding
and subtracting fractions.

Our learning during this unit will include....

Science - In science, we will be learning about formation on
fossils, geological age of the planet, the develop of life and
the classification of life forms through evolution.

Computing - In computing, we will continue to work with
our coding expert who will teach us new essential key skills
for networks, systems and searching.

PE - Our PE units this term will include tag rugby with Kevin
and gymnastics. We will be focussing on passing the ball
backwards and catching skills. We will also be developing a
routine and creating sequencing using 9 key body shapes
and balances in gymnastics.

History - Our history will focus on the Anglo-Saxons,
learning about who they were and why they are an
important part of British history.

RE - We will be learning about Diwali: The Festival of Light
as well as the Magi from the bible stories.

Art - In art, we will be making cross curricular links to RE
where we will be exploring Rangoli patterns and creating
own versions using a range of media.

Spanish - During Spanish sessions, we will be learning key
vocabulary and phrases related to our families.

D.T - The children will be analysing a range of different
mechanical toys and then designing their own. They will be
constructing the frame and the moving element using cams.

PHSE — This term’s key question is — What makes up a
person’s identity? In this unit of work, we learn how to
recognise and respect similarities and differences and how
someone’s individuality and personal qualities make up
their identity.
